Waraku is a discipline developed by Maeda Sensei, former karate 

champion and Member of the Oomoto Shinto group (of which was also 

a member Ueshiba Sensei, founder of Aïkido). Waraku consists of spiral 

movements accompanied by the use of respiration and sounds, 

movements like those of many traditional Japanese arts, like tea 

ceremony or No theatre. Waraku movements can be practiced both with 

a bokken (wooden sword) or with empty hands and they produce 

harmony, energy, centrality and effective use of body and mind. Maeda 

Sensei transmits Waraku as a “Budo”, meant as a means of pacification 

and completion of every human being rather than a way to attack 

others. 

The course will be divided into two levels:  

•    from Sunday 11th to Tuesday 13th : Waraku Spirale (first level) 

•    from Thursday 15th to Saturday 17th : Budo Waraku (second level)

Structure of the seminar 

The course is divided into two sessions (2 times 3 days) 

Waraku Spirale  First level (from 11th to 13th of July) is intended for people who approach Waraku for the 

first time or for people who having already followed master Maeda's workshops and wish to repeat and 

improve the fundamental exercises in Waraku Spirale. 

Recommended dress: white Gi or light coloured clothes (comfortable and clean), Tabis or white socks. 

Budo Waraku  Advanced session (from 15th to 17th July) is intended for people who have already followed 

master Maeda’s workshops. Those who participated in the first level course of Waraku Spirale can continue to 

practice under Maeda’s guidance to improve the fundamentals. 

Dress: white Gi, Hakama, Tabis or white socks and our personal Tsurugi. 

 

Participation in Waraku Spirale course: 

3 overnight stays (Saturday 10th, Sunday 11th and Monday 12th July) Meeting: Saturday evening at 19h.

Participation without overnight stays Only on request and if there are places available. Priority for people 

who take full board at the Hôtel des Bains. For the 3 first days (Waraku Spirale): SFr. 450,--.   

Budo Waraku:  SFr. 510,--   Both sessions: SFr. 920,--  (wooden training stick and lunch included). 

Wednesday 14th will be a free day for walking, visiting, baths or other activities (can be specified once you 

have arrived). This day can also be attended by participants who do not stay for the complete seminar (SFr. 

95,-- for a double room, or SFr. 120,-- for a single room). 

 

Extra expenses should be paid directly to the hotel. The additional fee for a single room is SFr. 25,-- per night. 

Anyone wishing to do so can also stay overnight one extra night, by paying an additional fee. The entrance fee 

for the baths of the Thermal cure center is SFr. 19,-- . The entrance fee for « Carpe Diem » and swimming 

pools is SFr. 35,--.
